The Iron Brigade

Dr. Lance J. Herdegen our October speaker will
present a program based on his latest work: The
Iron Brigade in Civil War and Memory: The Black
Hats from Bull Run to Appomattox and
Thereafter. Dr. Herdegen is currently the Chair of
the Wisconsin Civil War Sesquicentennial
Commission. He is former Director of the Institute
for Civil War Studies at Carroll University and
presently works as historical consultant for the
Civil War Museum of the Upper Middle West.

The Iron Brigade initially consisted of the 2nd,
6th, and 7th Wisconsin Volunteer Infantry
Regiments, the 19th Indiana, Battery B of the 4th
U.S. Light Artillery, and was later joined by the
24th Michigan. This composition of men from
three Western states led it to be sometimes
referred to as the Iron Brigade of the West. They
were known throughout the war as the Black
Hats because of the black 1858 model Hardee
hats issued to Army regulars, rather than the blue
kepis worn in most other units.

The Iron Brigade, also known as the Iron Brigade
of the West or the Black Hat Brigade, was an
infantry brigade in the Union Army of the
Potomac during the American Civil War. Although
it fought entirely in the Eastern Theater, it was
composed of regiments from Western states
(states that are today considered Midwestern).
Noted for its strong discipline, its unique uniform
appearance, and its tenacious fighting ability, the
Iron Brigade suffered the highest percentage of
casualties of any brigade in the war.

Don’t miss this opportunity to learn more about
one of the most notable units of the Civil War
from some one who is truly an expert.
